Essential Question: What can animals in stories teach us?

Genre:   Fable- is a made-up story that teaches a lesson. 
Here are some activities that you can do with your child to help reinforce the skills we’ll be practicing. 
Word Workout (see page 34)
· Words to Know: suffixes You and your child will take turns making up sentences to tell a story about an imaginary meal you could prepare.
· Spelling/Phonics: short u and long u Play “Match the Sounds” with your child. Say a word on the list and then have your child find and say another word from the list with the same vowel sound. Then reverse roles. This week’s phonic sounds include both the long u sound as in use, and the short u sound as in cup.
Comprehension (see page 35): problem and solution
You will read each problem with your child. Then you and your child will discuss the possible solutions, and your child will circle the picture that shows the best solution to the problem.

Grammar: 


Singular and Plural Nouns- Singular nouns name one person, place, or thing. Plural nouns name more than one person, place, or thing.  


Mechanics: Commas in a Series. Commas are used to separate three or more words in a series. The words and or or comes before the last word in a series.

Expression- Good readers read with expression. An exclamation should be read with excitement. When you read with expression, you can also show emotions by reading faster when a character is excited or happy and slower when a character is sad. Make your voice louder or softer to also show emotion.
