Kinds of Nouns- A common noun is a word that names any person, place, or thing. The words girl, house, and flower are common nouns. A proper noun names a particular person, place, or thing. The words Sarah, Alabama, and McDonalds are proper nouns. PROPER NOUNS ALWAYS BEGIN WITH A CAPITAL LETTER!!! 


Mechanics: Capital Letters. Proper nouns begin with a capital letter. The days of the week, months, and holidays are all proper nouns. They begin with a capital letter.
