Grammar: 


Possessive Nouns- A noun names a person, place, or thing. A possessive noun is a noun that shows who or what owns something.


Example: 	The dog of Jackie knows many tricks.			


		Jackie’s dog knows many tricks.


**Who owns something? Jackie owns something. Jackie’s in the second sentence is a possessive noun. It shows that Jackie owns the dog. It is Jackie’s dog.


Mechanics: Apostrophes with Possessive Nouns. We add an apostrophe and an –s to the end of a noun to show possession, or who or what owns something.


Examples: 	a bat’s wings		a turtle’s shell
